First, thank you for your interest in our Program.  Everything you need to apply is included in this packet.  To be admitted, you need to:


Step 1

Complete and submit all the application papers.  Incomplete applications will not be processed.


Step 2

Be interviewed at the school by a student committee and a staff member

Step 3

Get accepted.

Enroll and do your best!

In order to complete Step 1, here’s what you must do:

1.  
Carefully read the MAP Handbook.  It will describe our school and tell you what we do.  Have your parent or guardian read it, too.  If MAP sounds good to you, then proceed.  

2.  
With your parent/guardian, sign the MAP Handbook Statement of Understanding (with the blue box at the top).  Complete the MAP Handbook Review Puzzle and the Responsibility and Citizenship Levels Activity.  Both of these will help you know what’s in the Handbook.

3. 
Complete the Student Application (with the orange box at the top).  There are five pages for you to complete.  You also need to write an autobiography.
4. 
Have your parent/guardian fill out the Parent/Guardian Statement (with the yellow box at the top).  Just two pages.

5. 
Get two references.  Have them fill out the Reference forms in this packet.  The one with the purple box at the top is for a teacher.  The one with the green box at the top is for a community member.  No reference can be from anyone related to you.

6. 
Complete and have your parent/guardian sign two authorization forms, the one with the gray box at the top and the one with no box.  

7.
You and your parent/guardian put your own initials next to each statement on the Application Submission Agreement.  You all sign the form (with the light blue box).
