Maximum Achievement Program Admission Policy

Application to the Maximum Achievement Program (MAP) is open to all students 15 years to 19 years of age. Students in their 5th year of high school or whose 19th birthday falls before July 1 are eligible for admission only if they have less than 6 credits remaining until graduation. These students will be put on a PROGRESS CONTRACT which outlines what they need to do to complete their schooling in the present academic year. Fifth year students failing to make adequate progress towards graduation will be dropped from the program and encouraged to complete their studies in using an alternate method. Students in this situation are only eligible for admission if there are openings in the program that are not being filled by students who are at a “high risk” category for dropping out of school.. Students over the age of 19 may be permitted to complete their studies through distance learning or independent study arranged through the program if this is deemed appropriate to their situation.

Students under the age of 15 are eligible to apply to the program only after completing their initial semester at Dillingham High School unless there is a demonstrated academic, social or behavioral pattern that would indicate that an alternative school setting would be more appropriate for the student.  Students under the age of 15 (and their parent or guardian) who wish to apply to MAP are required to have a meeting with the Dillingham High School Principal to discuss their reasons for wishing to exit the Dillingham High School program before they will be considered for admission to the MAP program.

In all cases, admission to the MAP school will only be considered upon the completion of ALL application materials including parental permission forms.  While students beyond the age of 18 do not require parental permission to apply to MAP, that portion of the application that seeks information from parents still must be filled out by either the parent, or another adult in the community who has a substantial knowledge of the prospective student’s educational and behavioral history.  

Any student may apply to the MAP program. There is, however, a limited capacity of the program, so admission priority is granted to students who are in need of credit recovery or other accommodations that can be supplied by an alternative educational setting such as those provided by the MAP school.   If this capacity has been reached, prospective students will be placed on a waiting list for admission.
